(safety element) against work
surface and pull trigger...“Trigger
Fire”.

b) To drive a nail, pull trigger and
push workpiece contact (safety
element) against work surface.

“bottom-fire” mode of operation
is preferred when high produc-
tion, rapid fastener placement is
desired.
