. Supply tool with 90 psig (6.2 bar) of clean, dry air.
Higher pressure drastically reduces tool life.

2. Connect tool to air line using pipe, hose, and fitting
sizes shown in the diagram.

1. Use an air line lubricator with SAE #10 oil, adjusted
to two (2) drops per minute. If an air line lubricator
gannot be used, add air motor oil to the inlet once a

2. Use 3/4 oz. (22 ml) of CP Pneu-Lube Synthetic Clutch
Grease 8940158455. (Model B & L only)

3. Use 3/4 oz. (22 ml) of SAE#30 oil or equivalent.
(Model A only)

Operation
This impact wrench is equipped with a single control
dial for power management. The left side of the dial
offers two reverse speeds. The first left position is
normal reverse. The far left position is Turbo reverse.
The right hand side of the dial offers two forward
speeds. The first position is forward. The far right
position is forward at reduced power.

Maintenance

1. After first year, disassemble and inspect air motor and
impacting clutch every three (3) months if the tool is
used every day. Replace damaged or worn parts.

Air Supply And Connection Hazards

A Air under pressure can cause severe injury.

A Always shut off air supply, drain hose of air pressure and
disconnect tool from air supply when not in use, before
changing accessories or when making repairs.

A Never direct air at yourself or anyone else.

A Whipping hoses can cause serious injury. Always check for
damaged or loose hoses and fittings.

A Do not use quick disconnect couplings at tool. See
instructions for correct set-up.

A Whenever universal twist couplings are used, lock pins
must be installed.

A Do not exceed maximum air pressure of 90 psi (6.2 bar) or
as stated on tool nameplate.

Entanglement Hazards

A Keep away from rotating drive.

A Do not wear jewelry or loose clothing.

A Choking can occur if neckwear is not kept away from tool
and accessories.

A Scalping can occur if hair is not kept away from tool and
accessories.

A Avoid direct contact with accessories during and after use.
Gloves will reduce the risk of cuts or burns.

A Use only proper accessory retainers (see parts list). Use
deep sockets wherever possible.

Projectile Hazards

A Always wear impact-resistant eye and face protection when
involved with or near the operation, repair or maintenance
of the tool or changing accessories on the tool.

A Be sure all others in the area are wearing impact-resistant
eye and face protection.

A Even small projectiles can injure eyes and cause blindness.

A Use only impact wrench sockets and accessories in good
condition. Sockets in poor condition or hand sockets and
accessories used with impact wrenches can shatter.

A Always use the simplest hook-up possible. Long, springy
extension bars and adapters absorb impact power and
could break. Use deep sockets wherever possible.

A Never operate the tool off of the work. It may run too fast
and cause the accessory to be thrown off the tool.

A Serious injury can result from over-torqued or under-
torqued fasteners, which can break, or loosen and
separate. Released assemblies can become projectiles.
Assemblies requiring a specific torque must be checked
using a torque meter.

Note: So-called "click" torque wrenches do not check for
potentially dangerous over-torque conditions.
